Each year the students take a test in 
Language Arts and Math to see how they have 
improved over the past year.  Our students in Grades 
4 and 7 have also taken a writing test. These tests get 
harder and harder each year.  When our students get 
to 7th Grade and above, they can also take tests in 
Science and Social Studies plus Algebra.  It is 
extremely important that our students get a good 
night sleep.  The tests are normally first thing in the 
morning and then again, after recess.  It will be the 
first time our 2nd Grade students take the test.  They 
will have practice tests this week so that they know 
what the test looks like. 
 
Have you heard about our running program?  Last 
year we were able to start at an earlier date but this 
year, the rains just kept coming.  Every lunch recess, 
our students can run laps and earn a “running foot” 
to be hooked on their backpacks.  On Thursdays, 
Coach Wrede, from College of the Redwoods, and 
some of his cross country runners come to the school 
and encourage all our students to run.  In addition, 
Mr. Lonyx, from Table Bluff has also joined in the 
race.  Five laps equals 1 mile and the students run 25  
miles to get their first “foot”.
